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What's next

» Construction activities impacting
travelers and residents begin in August.

» Tree removal: Follows tree removal
plan. Trees will be replanted when major
construction is nearly completed.

» Clearing: Clearing away plants, roots,
and stumps from construction area.

» Erosion control: Putting in place
short-term methods to keep soil in place
and prevent erosion.
